about polyphonic ringtones 
Polyphonic ringtones are the latest type of ringtone tunes available for mobile phones.  The term 
polyphonic means playing more than one note at a time.  Traditionally mobile phones have only been 
able to produce monophonic ringtones - that is they can play only one note at a time.   
 

Polyphonic ringtones use a special type of music file, similar to MIDI files used on the Internet to play 
music.  Polyphonic ringtones give a much richer sound quality including multiple sounds, percussion, 
strings, instrumentals and a range of electronic synthesiser tones.  Polyphonic ringtones are played 
using the speaker of a mobile phone.  Sound quality varies from handset to handset.
